At the end of April 2011, Contributions from
Members, Associate Members, and Visitors were 3%
below the Budget. Total Contributions were 4% below
the Budget.

Our Expenses were 8% below the Budget
through April. The General Fund at the end of April
was ($2,080) which, especially after Easter, is normally
positive by this time of year. In addition, some of the
amounts pledged to the Mortgage Fund are actually
being contributed to the General Fund as described
below.

Remember, only Contributions specifically
designated for the Mortgage Fund are put in that fund.
Undesignated Contributions go into the General Fund,
so please indicate your intentions on your envelopes.

The Contributions to the Mortgage Fund from
January through April were $31,500; however, our
Mortgage Expenses were $35,340. The balance in our
Mortgage Fund at the end of April was $48,800;
however, that is prior to the mortgage payment of
$11,780 due on May 1. We, therefore, have about three
months of mortgage payments as a reserve.

After a comparison of the Contributions and the
Pledges to the Mortgage Fund through April, the
Contributions are about $14,500 lower than anticipated.
Approximately $5,000 of those Contributions went to
the General Fund.  Another $8,500 in expected
Contributions is from those who make an annual Pledge
that often make their Contributions at the end of the
year.
