 At the end of August 2011, Contributions from 

Members, Associate Members, and Visitors were 8.1% 

below the Budget.  Total Contributions were 2.9% 

below the Budget.  However, due to the Hurricane, we 

only had services on three Sundays in August.   

 Our Expenses were 3.4% below the Budget 

through August.  The General Fund at the end of August 

was $8,112.  

 The Contributions to the Mortgage Fund, from 

January through August, were $65,089; however, our 

Mortgage Expenses were $94,240.  The balance in our 

Mortgage Fund at the end of August was $35,413.  We 

have just over three months of Mortgage payments as a 

Reserve.  Since we are using approximately $4,600 per 

month of this Reserve, the Mortgage Fund will be 

exhausted by next March or April.  We continue to 

encourage folks to make special contributions to the 

Mortgage Fund for memorials, etc. 

 NOTE THE CHANGE FOR THE 2 012 

BUDGET:   There will be one Campaign in the Fall.  It 

will be for a General Fund that includes the monthly 

Mortgage payment of $11,780 as an Expense.  That 

means, as you think about your Commitment for next 

year, please remember that we will be asking you to 

include an amount to cover the Mortgage and all other 

General Expenses.  We think one Commitment will be 

easier for everyone.
