. No smoking and no alcoholic beverages on the church property.

. No horseplay, running, or ball playing inside the church building. No jumping or

climbing on bunk beds. Do not sit on window bavs.

. No shirts that advertise alcohol, cigarettes, or sexually offensive or inflammatory

language.

No excessive public display of affection.

- Rinse sand off body, clothing, and beach articles before entering the building.
