AN EPISTLE FROM JAMES 

 
                  Twelve years ago, the Lord moved in the most powerful way I 

had ever experienced, as the Holy Spirit brought St. Peterôs Lutheran Church and a 

Baptist Pastor together.  It was not clear where the road would lead then but in the summer of 2000, 

the Spirit opened yet other doors that brought us together more fully as the Baptist Pastor became a 

Lutheran Pastor, and in April of 2002, became Associate Pastor of this church. 

 The years since have confirmed over and over that our relationship was Godôs doing.  

These have been the busiest and the happiest years so far in my ministry.  It has been a great 

pleasure to serve you and to enjoy your support and friendship.  I will always cherish these years 

serving among you. 

 This is my last Epistle to you, for on August 21, the Quicksburg, Virginia Lutheran Parish 

voted to call me as their Pastor and I have accepted their call.  The Holy Spirit has been in this 

process and has brought Olivia and me together with the two congregations of the parish, St. 

Markôs and St. Martinôs.  Each Sunday, I will be preaching and presiding at each church.  I am 

excited about the new call and the new place of service located in the Shenandoah Valley near New 

Market, Virginia. 

 I am, however, sad to be leaving you who have been so special to me and to Olivia over 

these years.  This move is necessary as you prepare for a new Senior Pastor so that whomever God 

sends your way will have a clear path to lead unencumbered with a holdover Associate Pastor 

whose gifts may not match that Senior Pastorôs vision.  I pray Godôs blessings on you as you seek 

that new leader and as you follow the one whom God calls. 

 Thank you for your prayers and your friendship.  It has been a great pleasure to serve with 

my friends and colleagues, Pastor Harry Wolpert and Pastor John Ranney.  I cannot imagine two 

finer Pastors with whom to work.  I am also grateful for the friendship and service of our other 

staff, Elsworth Wheatley, who has served so long in the music area, and Michelle Miller, who helps 

us keep up with the myriad of administrative details. 

 You may wonder how Pastor Ranney will be able to keep up with all the demands of 

preaching, worship, administration, and visitation, especially in 20 hours a week.  The truth of the 

matter is that he canôt.  Itôs now time for all of you to step up to the plate and get to work.  Servants 

will be needed to do home Communion visits and other visitation.  There will be other needs, but I 

will l eave the details of all that with Pastor Ranney to tell you. 

 A few years ago, I was in a Stewardship Team meeting and we were discussing the right 

slogan for that yearôs Stewardship Campaign.  A thought came to me and I shared it with the group 

and they adopted it, using it for the next couple of years:  ñDonôt just go to church; be the church.ò  

That is my admonition to you now.

We have seen great days 

here at St. Peterôs, but I believe with all my heart that your best days are yet to come.  In the 

meantime, stay faithful, stay hopeful, and share the love of Christ whenever and however you have 

opportunity. 

 Finally, my brothers and sisters, I will remember you in my prayers and I hope you also 

will pray for Olivia and me.  Welcome all who come here to serve as you have welcomed me.  The 

grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you 

all.

 At the end of July 2011, Contributions from 

Members, Associate Members, and Visitors were 4.2 % 

below the Budget.  Total Contributions were 1% below 

the Budget.   

 Our Expenses were 5% below the Budget 

through July.  The General Fund at the end of July was 

$14,318.  The $4,000 that was taken from our Savings 

Reserve for Benevolence will be replaced.  That will 

leave $10,318 in the General Fund. 

 The Contributions to the Mortgage Fund from 

Jan. through Jul. were $57,854; however, our Mortgage 

Expenses were $82,460.  The balance in our Mortgage 

Fund at the end of Jul. was $39,898.  We have just over 

three months of Mortgage payments as a Reserve.  

 NOTE THE CHANGE FOR THE 2012 

BUDGET:  There will be one Campaign in the fall.  It 

will be for a General Fund that includes the monthly 

Mortgage payment of $11,780 as an Expense.  That 

means, as you think about your commitment for next 

year, please remember that we will be asking you to 

include an amount to cover the Mortgage and all other 

General Expenses.  We think one Commitment will be 

easier for everyone.  During the year, you will not have 

to remember to split your Contribution between the 

General Fund and the Mortgage Fund.  We will still 

encourage folks to make special Contributions to the 

Mortgage Fund for memorials, etc. 

 You will be hearing more about the fall 

Campaign schedule and events in September.
